Bishop Lawrence M. Wooten of Eastern Misso
Western lllinois Jurisdiction, COGIC, Stouis,
Missouri and his wife Evangelist Shirley Woote
have adopted two little orphan girls from Ugan
East Africa:

2 years old and Grace Sanyu, nhow Grace Shel
Wooten, 3 years old. They are now permanent
residents of the United States.

Bishop and Lady Wooten have four adult child
and 12 grandchildren. But they heard the cry o
Africabs children whe
are wide spread, and thousands of innocent
children die daily. For the past fiy@ars they hay
sponsored hundreds of orphans in Uganda, Ec
Africa at the Bishop L.M. Wooten Orphanage
Secondary School, providing food, clothing,
shelter and education. Evangelist Wooten is th
Coordinator of the Orphans and Widows of
COGIC in Ugandaynder Bishop Bobby
Henderson, Prelate of Uganda and Mother Elo
Russell, Supervisor.

After sponsoring orphans in Uganda for severe
years, they decided to adopt two orphans and
them to America. This was a long, tedious proc
but when they looke at these happy, lovely
angels, Sarah and Grace, they realize this was
ordained by God and certainly worth the effort.
Sarah and Grace were malnourished and very
with malaria while in Uganda, but now they are
healthy, very intelligent and energefithey lived
outdoors and had no place to call home; now t
have their own | ovely
residence.

Sarah and Grace had never seen a car or TV,
had they experienced electricity or a flushing
toilet. Light bothered them because they were
accustomed to being in the dark. They had not
received their baby vaccinations, and their diet
mostly corn meal mixed with water. Their life
expectancy was very short because many chilc
die young of malaria and hunger.

But God saw fit to choose Sérand Grace from
among thousands of children and place them i
peaceful, loving home, where they are growing
and learning. They now speak English fluently,
